That was my response
to this assignment. A pickup? C'mon.

Yea, yca, [ know July is the Men’s issue.
Okay, I get it.

It turned out to be spot on.

I was on my way to the Towbin Dodge
Ram Superstore in the Henderson Auto Mall
to test-drive the brand-new 2014 Ram 1500
EcoDiesel. It’s unique in many ways. First,
it’s the first light duty pickup truck to use a
diesel engine in North America. In addition,
Ram trucks have won back-to-back Truck
of the Year awards from Motor Trend, the
first time that’s been achieved. The 2014
EcoDiescl has also garnered a bushel full of
other awards as well.

“That’s casy,” replies J.R. Rosenbaugh,
Ram product specialist, as to why the Ram
captured two consccutive honors. “Motor
Trend honors only those products which are
considered game changers. The 2013 award
recognized the truck because of its new air
suspension system and the new eight-speed
transmission. This year we won the award
because of the EcoDiesel engine. Motor
Trend considered the engine a brand-new
technology for the segment.”

Trucks are a new experience for me.
“Who buys them?” I ask J.R. “A lot of buyers

actually use the truck for business. It’s a
mobile business center. Then there are the
buyers who need them to haul their toys
around, you know boats, motorcyc]cs, jet
skis and trailers. Then there are folks that like
the sizc of the vehicles and the convenience of
moving the occasionally large object.”

Acceleration  numbers, speed
primary determinants here. Instead truck
buyers take note of terms like gross trailer
weight, gross combined vehicle weight, trailer
tongue weight, and gross vehicle weight. All
help to determine how much work the truck
is capable of doing. The EcoDiesel Laramie
model boasts a max payload of 1276 pounds
and towing capacity of 8800 pounds.

The truck is huge. It’s a tad over 19
feet long, over six-and-a-half feet wide and
weighs in at 6091 pounds. Perfect for our
parking garages here in town, right? The
power train is a 3.0-liter DOHC turbodicsel
V-6 that produces 240-horsepower and
420-Ib-ft of torque. It reaches 60 mph in less
than nine seconds. I could find no specs for a
top speed, enough said.
